1. Kor’im li <Hebrew name> "5 o'R7ip
Literally “they call me ...” is the way we say “my name is
...” in Hebrew.

2. V’zeh ta’im v NN

or

V’zeh lo ta’im oo &5 AN
meaning “and this is tasty”. Adding the word “lo” (“not”)
makes it this isn’t tasty.

3. This third one changes depending on the speaker’s gender:

male: Ani same’ah NRY "X
female: Ani s’mehah nnRW "IN

means “and I am happy”. Some alternatives:

I am sad Ani atzuvah N3P IR |Ani atzuv 218D IR
